Nursing Home/Infirmary

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DEFINITIONS

Home for Senior Citizens

Any dwelling where the operator provides housing, food service
and personal services for two or more adults who are not related
to the operator by blood or marriage.

- Nursing Home/Infirmary

A care facility providing skilled nursing services in addition to
domiciliary and custodial care. The operator has a satisfactory
agreement with a physician for continuous medical supervision.

Adult Activity Centre
Any facility offering custodial care or social activities during the
day and not offering residential care.
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Adult Congregate Living

Any dwelling where the operator provides private living
accommodations, does not provide personal services and
residents are free to leave the home at will.

Ambulatory Resident

A resident who is able to move from place to place either
unaided or by use of ambulatory devices; who can respond
to an emergency with minimal human assistance.

Chemical Restraint
A psychopharmacologic drug that is used for discipline or
convenience and is not required to treat medical symptoms.

Physical Restraint

Any device or material that the individual cannot remove
easily and which restricts freedom or normal access to the
person’s own body e.g. arm and leg restraints, hand mitts
and tightly tucked bedsheets.
